Local campaigning on waste 

How can your group maximise recycling and phase out residual waste in your local area? Come to this workshop to address these questions and gather information and updates on new and revised available resources.

Agenda:
10 mins – welcome, outline objectives and set groundrules.

7 mins - Michael
Intro - update on team’s work over the past year and plans for the future.
7 mins - Becky
Introduce new and current briefings (see below), waste network and email lists (sign up forms will be circulated).
50 mins - Split into 2 subgroups, depending on interests, discussing how to campaign on:

· Recycling, food waste collections and composting, or
· Incineration and alternatives to deal with residual waste

Michael and Becky facilitate one each.
This discussion will start with a tour de table (5-10 mins) – each participant explains what they hope to get out of the workshop and states the key issues they’re interested in, but no questions. This allows the common themes of interest to be identified and explored in more depth through group discussion.
Capture these all on flipchart. Ask group to prioritise which 3 they would like to look at in this workshop. 

Starting with no 1 priority ask participants to work in pairs/threes to discuss how they would approach the issue (3-4 mins)

Return to group and each pair/three share their ideas. Then flesh these out further if needed in group discussion. 

Discuss priorities 2 and 3 in group discussion. 

Facilitator captures all ideas on flipchart to write up and circulate to participants after conference. 

At end participants are given sheet of A4 with prompts for them to fill in with how they are going to use ideas from workshop to use in their local area. Could be in format of brief campaign plan e.g. step 1, step 2 (3-4 mins). 

Direct people to relevant hub and stall for more information/resources.
